Å The EastAgri region, which covers 29 countries in Eastern Europe, Central Asia and the 
Caucasus, is in a prime position to meet these changing demands and stricter standards. 

Å Adding value through quality and origin-based labels and greener food chains are 
examples of approaches to gain a competitive advantage on International markets.  

Å An enabling policy environment and adequate access to financing are key to upgrading 
food chains to higher quality standards.
